The text of the abstract, figure captions and references should be set in Times New Roman, 9 pt, normal. The abstract should be indented from the left and right margins to 1.2 cm without first-line indent, space after 12 pt. 

The text of the manuscript should fit in the 115х180 mm frame. Pages should not be enumerated. All the text of the manuscript including the title and the headings should be single-spaced.

The body text should be typed in Times New Roman, 10 pt, justified, with first-line indent 6 mm, hyphenated. The title of the manuscript should be centered and set in all caps. Use Times New Roman bold, 11 pt, and space after 12 pt. The name(s) of the author(s) should be centered and typed in Times New Roman, 11 pt, italic, space after 6 pt. Affiliations should be centered and typed in Times New Roman, 9 pt, space after 12 pt.
All variables in formulas should be italicized. All vectors should be bold and non-italic. All functions, operators, limit and integral signs, and signs similar to the Reynolds number (Re) should be non-italic, as well as notations of physical units (km, s, dB, etc.). Displayed equations should be centered and enumerated on the right:
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Manuscripts may include figures. Colored figures are generally not accepted, they will be published in gray. This is a reference sample [1].
